Rom. 11:1/7-26
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1. The keys to understanding Rom. 11:17-24 and The Olive Tree:

a. This passage has absolutely NOTHING TO DO WITH
PERSONAL, INDIVIDUAL SALVATION.

--It 1Is NOT soteriological (about salvation) but
dispensational (about God’s change in programs)

b. “Holy” doesn’t refer to any inherent quality in the people or
thing itself.

--It just refers to a people of thing set apart for God’s use.
--Neither the Israelites nor the Gentiles are inherently better
than the other. Both are drawn from the same miry sinful

clay. All that matters is what God does with them.



c. Follow the changing pronouns.
THEY/THEM/THEIR: THE Nation of Israel (whole chapter).
YE (you plural): the Gentiles (Rom. 11:13 and 11:25ff)

THOU/THEE (you singular): In between 11:13 and 11:25,
Paul rebukes one type of Gentile, the Gentile who thinks In
accord with Gentile arrogance.






d. The Olive Tree represents the place of God’s direct blessing.
