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1. For faith in God’s Word to work properly, it needs:
Right-division + Love (Gal. 5:6)

b. The problem was that while they were operating by faith in God’s
Word, it was God’s Word wrongly-divided (15:4-10) and lacking
In love (14:15; 19; 15:1-3).
--In Rom. 14:13-15:3, Paul addresses the latter issue that

operating by Faith must be in Love, which Is the starting point
for the strong in the Faith.

--In Rom. 15:4-20, Paul addresses the former issue that Faith
must be exercised by rightly-dividing God’s Word, which is the
starting point for the weak Iin the Faith.

b. v. 9b with Ps. 18:40-50:

God’s Promises to the fathers of Israel in His Prophetic Program
called for Israel to be saved and blessed first and then with Israel
and through her RISE the friendly Gentile nations would be
blessed. In other words, believing Israel was to be God’s conduit
or hose of His blessings out to the rest of the world.

--After the LORD has redeemed, delivered and avenged David
(believing Israel) from all their enemies forevermore, then Israel

will give thanks and sing praises to the LORD among the
Gentiles.




c. V. 10-11 with Deut. 32: 36, 41-43, Ps. 117:1: Then, the Gentiles
would respond in faith to Israel’s proclaiming of the LORD and
would rejoice (v. 10) in Him and praise (v. 11) Hm WITH GOD’S
PEOPLE (the believing Nation of Israel) and through her
restoration: Her RISE.

d. v.12 with Is. 11:1, 10-12: the LORD’s ultimate purpose when
Israel’s Prophetic Program is fulfilled completely, Israel’s Davidic
Messiah King will regather His People from Gentile lands,
establish them in His Own Land, destroy all the enemies,
beginning in the House of Israel and especially among the
Gentiles, and re-creating the Nation of Israel out of the Believing
Remnant, who will take His blessings out to the rest of the world
of friendly Gentile nation, who will worship Him with Israel and
through her RISE.
