--Ephesians is difficult for most and perhaps can’t even be heard by
many because most of historic Christianity has kept them in
iImmaturity, teaching them that getting saved was their way of
getting God involved in their business plans.

--Ephesians explains how getting saved gets them involved in His
things.
--Historic Christianity teaches that God’s whole plan and purpose

and the message of the whole bible centers on man and his
redemption. In Eph. God and Paul explain that no, everything Is

centered on God and His Glory.
--As long as we are convinced of the former, we will not appreciate

the latter.



3. The challenge Ephesians presents is: are you going to follow
Paul in truth, who is following Christ, who leads to God the
—ather and involves us in His infinitely great and eternal
pusiness In taking down the satanic realm both on earth and In
the heavenlies?

--Or, are you going to continue to follow the lie of much of
Christianity that tells you that you should be getting God
iInvolved In your own finite and temporal business?



4. Eph. 1:1: Having just left Romans, we don’t need to go into great
detail about our Apostle, the Apostle Paul. He is God’s only
Apostle for today.

a. In Romans we learned that today God is manifesting the
Righteousness of God in saving HIS ENEMIES through the
Crosswork of Christ. Therefore, this Righteousness couldn’t
be manifested, revealed, fully explained until after the Cross
and it had to be revealed by an enemy of Christ—Saul,
Christ’s arch-enemy, was saved and made our Apostle Paul
(Rom. 3:21-25). The OT can witness to but not manifest this.

b. In Ephesians we learn that God’'s whole Mystery Program was
revealed to Paul through a DIRECT revelation from the Risen
Lord Jesus Christ. Everyone else learns it when they read
Paul’s Scriptures taught it by the Holy Spirit (Eph. 3:1-5; Rom.
16:26). The OT can not even witness to this.
